GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

SAFETY

INSTALLATION

• This product must be installed in accordance with the latest edition of the IEE Wiring 
   Regulations (BS7671) and current Building Regulations. If in any doubt, consult a 
   qualified electrician

• Please isolate mains prior to installation or maintenance

• Please note the IP (Ingress Protection) rating of this product when deciding the location 
   for installation

• Do not overload this accessory or subject it to conditions outside its rating

• This product is for indoor use only

• This product is IP20 rated

• Provide power to the required point of installation 

• Squeezing the tab on the top of the connector to pull the two halves apart (see Fig. 1)
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• Squeeze the sides of each half together to remove the cover (see Fig. 2)

• Ensuring correct polarity is observed, carefully wire the supply side of the connector as shown in Fig. 3

• Check all electrical connections are secure with all exposed copper within the terminal and no loose 
strands of cable 

• Refit the covers ensuring that the cables are secured by the cord grip 
• Push the two halves together until the tab clicks into place 
• Switch on and check for correct operation
