• Refit the bracket to the junction box and fit onto the screws on the wall

• Any extension leads or electrical accessories placed inside the box must be able to fit 
   entirely inside. Peel off the tape from the Velcro strip and attach it to the chosen 
   accessory, then use this to secure the accessory inside the box

• Close the lid securely ensuring the cables are positioned correctly in the seals
